A DANGER

* For your protection and safety, carefully read and understand the information provided in this manual
completely before attempting to assemble, install or operate this product. Failure to do so could lead to
electrical shock, fire or other injuries that could be hazardous or even fatal.

* DO NOT connect this fixture to an electrical system that does not provide a means for equipment
grounding. Never use a fixture in a two-wire system that is not grounded. Installing a fixture into an
electrical system not having a proper grounding means could cause metal parts of the fixture to carry
electrical currents if any of the fixture wires, wire connections or splices were to become broken, cut or
loose during the mounting or normal operation of the fixture. Under this condition, anyone coming in
contact with the fixture would be subject to electrical shock, which could cause serious injury or death.

* DO NOT connect the bare or green insulation fixture ground wire to the black (HOT) current-carrying
wire or the white neutral house wire. Connection of the bare or green fixture ground wire to the black
or white house wires may cause metal parts of the fixture to carry electrical currents. Under this
condition, anyone coming in contact with the fixture will receive electrical shock, which could cause
serious injury or death.

* DO NOT damage or cut the wire insulation (covering) during installation of fixture. DO NOT permit
wires to contact any surface having a sharp edge. To do so may damage or cut the wire insulation,
which could cause serious injury or death from electrical shock.

* All electrical connections must be in agreement with local codes and ordinances, the National
Electric Code (NEC) and ANSI/NFPA 70-1999.

« To avoid personal injury, the use of gloves may be necessary while handling fixture parts with sharp

edges.
* DO NOT suspend any fixture by the house wires. A fixture must always be mounted directly to a

ceiling fan that is mounted directly to an outlet box. Wire connectors will not support the weight of a
fixture. Suspending a fixture by the house wires and wire connectors will result in the fixture falling,
with the possibility of personal injury and the danger of electrical shock or fire.

» To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock or personal injury, wire connectors provided with this light
fixture are designed to accept only one 18-gauge house wire and two lead wires from the light
fixture. If your house wire is larger than 18-gauge or there is more than one house wire to connect to
the corresponding fixture lead wires, consult an electrician for the proper size wire connectors to
use.

PREPARATION

Before beginning assembly of product, make sure all parts are present. Compare parts with package
contents list and hardware contents list. If any part is missing or damaged, do not attempt to assemble
the product.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

The total weight of the light kit is less than 8 Ibs.

CAUTION: To reduce the risk of fire or electric shock, this light kit fitter (A) should only be used with
the compatible ceiling fan models (sold separately) listed below:

WCKS52NWZ5D, WCK52NWZ5N, WCK52MWW5P, WCK52MWWSNB, WCK52ABZ5P,

WCK52ABZ5NB, WCK44NWZ5L1

1. Turn off circuit breakers and wall switch to
the fixture supply line leads.

A DANGER: Failure to disconnect power
supply prior to installation may result in
serious injury or death.

2a. Remove three switch housing screws and
lower switch housing from ceiling fan. [If fan
has a switch housing cap, proceed to 2b.]
If applicable, disconnect male plug from
motor housing and female plug from switch
housing. Remove switch housing from
switch housing plate.

2b. Remove three switch housing screws at the
bottom of the switch housing and remove
the switch housing cap.

3. Punch center cap out of switch housing
or switch housing cap with a screwdriver
(not included).

4. Remove hex nut (B) and lock washer (C) from
threaded rod on light kit fitter (A). Gently feed
wires from light kit fitter (A) through hole in
middle of switch housing (see 4a) or switch
housing cap (see 4b) followed by lock washer
(C) and hex nut (B). Tighten hex nut (B) over
lock washer (C) for a secure fit.

Remove wire connectors from WHITE and
BLUE (or BLACK) wires labeled FOR LIGHT in
switch housing. Connect WHITE wire from light
kit fitter (A) to WHITE wire from fan. Connect
BLACK wire from light kit fitter (A) to BLUE (or
BLACK) wire from fan. Use wire connectors that
were previously removed to make the
connections.

A\ WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire,
electrical shock, or personal injury, each wire
connector used with this light kit should accept
only one 18-gauge wire from the light kit and
one 18-gauge wire from the ceiling fan. If there
are three or more wires to connect or any of the
wires is larger than 18-gauge, consult an
electrician for the proper size wire connectors to
use.

NOTE: Screw wire connectors on in a clockwise
direction.

If applicable, re-connect male plug from motor
housing to female plug from switch housing. Be
sure that plugs connect securely.

Wrap electrical tape (not included) around
each individual wire connector down to the
wire.

A WARNING: Make sure no bare wire or
wire strands are visible after making
connections.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

IMPORTANT: Shut off main power supply. Wipe with soft damp cloth. Use window cleaner to clean
glass. Do not use an abrasive cleaner on glass or fixture.

Bulb Replacement: Use standard-base 6.5-watt LED bulbs or incandescent/CFL equivalent.

TROUBLESHOOTING

AWARNING: Before beginning work, shut off the power supply to avoid electrical shock.

PROBLEM
Bulb(s) will not light.

POSSIBLE CAUSE

1. Bulb(s) is/are burned out.
2. Power is OFF.

3. Faulty connection.

CORRECTIVE ACTION
1. Replace light bulb(s).
2. Make sure power supply is ON.
3. Check wiring and all connections.

Fuse blows out or
circuit breaker trips.

1. Crossed wires.
2. Power wire is grounding out.
