   WARNING
The 8891090 mini lightbar features two suction cup style magnets 
for temporary mounting.  It can only be mounted to vehicles with a 
steel body/roof.  The mini lightbar must be mounted in the center 
of the roof, toward the middle or rear of the vehicle.  Do not mount 
the mini lightbar close to the front windshield.
