3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box

5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box with an approved fastener (wire nut).

6. Align the holes on the canopy with the holes on the mounting bracket, then fix the canopy with screws.

7. Use the lamp holder out ring to tighten the shade onto the lamp holder.

8. Install the lamps (light bulbs).
