Step 1

Place the Chair Seat(A) and Backrest(B) onto a clean, non-marring surface.

Step 2

Align the mounting positions on the Chair Seat(A) and the Backrest(B)

Using the Wrench () to lock nuts (®).

Step 4

Revolve the Chair Seat(A) to adjust the Barstool's height.
Tight all nuts ,finished.

Your Barstool is ready for use.
