STEP 4 - Fit Celling Canopy to Crossbar Assembly

A. Fit the celling canopy to Mounting Screws (DD) and secure
with Decorative Caps(AA). Note: The celling canopy should
be snug against the ceiling and the Decorative Caps(AA).
If not, adjust the length of the Mounting Screws (DD) by
unscrewing the Hex Nut and Lock Washer and then
screwing Mounting Screws (DD) in or out of the Crossbar
(EE) until the comect length is achieved. Once the celling
canopy is secure, remove the Decorative Caps(AA) and
celling canopy and proceed to Step 5.
