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Step A1 » Unscrew knob nuts (D) from lid (A) and frame (E), then set them aside for later installation.

Step A2 » 1) Remove socket ring (B) from socket (F).

2) Carefully place lampshade (C) onto socket (F), and then screw socket ring (B) to socket (F) to
secure them as shown in the illustration.
» When installing socket ring (B), the orientation of socket ring (B) is that the side of rolled edge
faces socket (F).

Step A3 » 1) Install the bulb (not included) (Please do not exceed the maximum wattage recommended on
the socket.)

2) Attach lid (A) to frame (E) with the previously remove knob nuts (D) as shown in the illustration.
Hand tighten until snug.

Step A4 » Make wire connections

Connect wires as shown in the charts below. PLEASE NOTE THAT GROUND WIRE IS BARE
