• Component parts including pneumatic cylinder, control mechanism, base and casters are warranted

for 2 years.

• All other items are warranted for 1 year.

In the absence of product-specific restrictions and weight limits, normal usage means use for 

no more than forty hours per week by persons weighing 250 lbs. or less. Coverage terminates if the 

product is sold or otherwise transferred.
