Please keep a copy of your original
purchase receipt from the authorized vendor where your product was purchased from and provide it to
a service associate for warranty service. CARRO, at its sole discretion, may accept a gift receipt. Please
do not ship your fan or any fan parts to CARRO unless approved by one of our Technical Support
Representatives.

What Does This Warranty Cover ?

Motor: Three-Year Warranty

If any part of your ceiling fan motor fails within the first year due to a manufacturing defect as determined
solely by CARRO, we will provide you with replacement parts free of cost. After the first year of purchase,
we will provide you with two-year motor warranty service.

LED Kit: Five-Year Warranty

If your LED light kit (excluding cover) fails at any time within five years of the date of purchase due to a
manufacturing defect as determined solely by CARRO, we will provide a free replacement. The five-year
limited warranty applies only to the LED kit itself and does not cover other components such as the
remote control, AC adapter, and PCB. These other components are included in the three-year warranty
below.

Other: Three-Year Warranty

Except as otherwise indicated throughout this warranty, if any part of your CARRO ceiling fan fails at any
time within three years of the date of purchase due to a manufacturing defect as determined solely by
CARRO, we will provide a free replacement part.

What Does This Warranty NOT Cover ?

Labor Excluded: This warranty does not cover any costs or fees associated with labor (including
electrician’s fees) required to install, remove, or replace a fan or any fan parts.

The warranty does not cover remote control batteries. Fans installed outside the United States or owned
by someone other than the original purchaser are excluded from warranty coverage. The warranty will be
invalid if the customer fails to establish proof of purchase or if the fan was purchased from an
unauthorized dealer.

The warranty does not cover normal wear and tear or cosmetic damages. If the fan is damaged due to
improper installation, misuse, improper care, modifications to the fan, improper or incorrectly performed
maintenance or repair, improper voltage supply or power surge, use of improper parts or accessories,
failure to provide maintenance to the fan, or natural disasters (e.g. flood), the warranty will not cover it.
The warranty also does not cover any accidental damages.

The warranty only applies to the original purchase and starts from the original purchase date. Any
replacements will be considered as a part of the original purchase.

4. Install the Mounting Bracket

Install the mounting bracket to the ceiling box, as shown in Fig. 4.1 below. Rotate the mounting
bracket in different directions so that the bracket mounting holes match the screw holes of the
ceiling box.

Note: This mounting bracket is a standard cable box. If the mounting bracket is installed at the
outlet box, it should be installed on the outlet box with two screws matching the outlet box itself,
as shown in Fig. 4.1.

WARNING: DO NOT use plastic outlet box. Use only U.L. listed outlet boxes marked "Acceptable
for Fan Support of 15.9 kg (35 Ibs ) or less".

This bracket can also be mounted to a wooden ceiling beam. In that case, use the four ST5x24mm
wood screws to lock the corresponding holes on the left and right sides of the bracket as shown
in Fig. 4.2.

@ Make sure the fan is getting power. @ Check your circuit breaker or fuse panel and wall
switch for functionality. @ Check to make sure the fan wires are correctly connected to

the house wires. @ Remote control must be paired with the fan within 1 minute after
connecting the fan to the electricity. ® If you have paired the app but the fan still does not
work (light and fan both didn't work) or couldn't pair the app to the fan, try to reset the
fan: to reset the fan, cut the power for 10 minutes, then turn the power on and press the
pairing button @ on the remote for 5-10 seconds until the fan light turns off, then pair the
Carro Home App again. @ Use a multi-meter and test the wiring harness to see if there is
any electrical output. @ All the pin wiring on the circuit board must be inserted tight and
in the correct position. ® Remote needs to be paired with the fan first. @ Make

sure the fan blades spin freely. @ If you're using a wall control, check the power to the
breaker from your control and try working your ceiling fan manually. (Normal switch is only
used for connecting the fan to the house electricity. )

If the fan blades are
cracked, replace the damaged blades with a new blade set from the same brand as your
ceiling fan to ensure compatibility. @ Confirm the light kit is NOT slanting and hitting

Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become
loose over time. It is not necessary to remove the fan from the ceiling.

2. Clean your fan periodically. Use only a soft brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the
finish. The plating is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing.

3. (Optional) Apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood blades.

4. (Optional) Cover small scratches with a light application of shoe polish.

DO NOT:

1. Use water when cleaning. Water could damage the motor, or the wood, or possibly cause an
electrical shock.

2. Apply oil to your fan or motor. The motor has permanently lubricated sealed ball bearings.
