FIXTURE INSTALLATION

1.  Attach the mounting strap to the outlet box.  (The green screw should face the floor).

2. Remove the threaded ring from the screw collar loop. Fully thread the screw collar loop
     onto the nipple. Thread the hex nut with the lock washer onto the nipple and the nipple

                into the mounting strap. Place the canopy over the screw collar and against the ceiling.
                Adjust the nipple so that  14" of threads on the screw collar loop extend beyond the
                canopy. Tighten the hex nut against the crossbar. Using the threaded ring, install
                the canopy. (See Figure-01)

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3.  Open the end links of the chain and attach the chain to the screw collar loop. Insert the lead wire
                to the stem then thread in the stem into the frame. (See Figure-02)

     outlet box.

Starting about 1" below the fastener, tightly wrap the connection
    with electrical tape so that the connections seals the end of the fastener.

     (See Figure-04)

11. Install the lamps. (Type - B Lamp).
