Soil Preparation

Healthy soil should have good tilth, nutrient content, 
and a viable population of beneficial microorganisms. 
We recommend using natural and organic ingredients 
to prepare the soil and maintain soil fertility. It is always 
a good idea to have a soil test to identify your soil type 
(sandy, loam, silt, clay) and find out your soil pH.

Full Sun
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NOTE: It is important to store correctly until planting. Store in a cool, dry place with plenty of air circulation. Plant in spring 
as soon as ground has thawed and soil has warmed to 50°F and is workable. Usually 4-6 weeks after the last frost.

Onion Planting Instructions
Plant onions in early spring after the ground has thawed and 
there is no longer danger of frost.

Choose a location with well-drained soil that receives full sun. 
Loosen soil prior to planting.

Press onion sets 1-2" into the soil so that the point of the 
onion remains above the soil. Space sets 3-4" apart in a row 
with 12" between rows.

Continue to water regularly after planting and during dry 
periods. Onions are shallow rooted and need consistent 
moisture for flavorful good size bulbs to develop.

* HARVESTING: For fresh green scallions you can begin to harvest when the 
leaves are 12-16" tall throughout the spring. If you are growing for cooking 
onions allow them to ripen thoroughly. When you see the leaves wither just 
above the neck of the onion it is time to pull them.
