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Parts Placement Diagram
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-Take out the fan downrod.
-Remove cotter pin and bolt from short downrod.
-Remove the fan motor housing.
-Loosen the jam screws on the yoke until it is flush with the inside surface.
-Insert the short downrod through the canopy, canopy cover, and yoke cover.
-Put the motor outlet wires through the yoke cover, canopy cover and downrod.
-Insert the bolt into the hole in the downrod, being careful not to damage or cut the fan wires.
-Tighten the bolt and secure it with a cotter pin through the hole in the end of the bolt.
-Tighten the jam screws to secure the downrod in place.
-Slide the yoke cover down so it is flush with the motor housing.

                    To ensure wobble-free operation and prevent damage to the fan, the downrod and set 
screws must be fully tightened.

Step1 Mounting the Downrod
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-Attach the blades to the blade arm using blade screws and washers. 
 Repeat the same procedure for each blade component. 
-Connect the blade arm to the motor.

-Remove the shipping blocks from the motor. Keep the blade screws.These will be used during 
 blade arm installation.

                   To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or personal injury, mount to a UL/CSA - listed outlet 
box marked “Acceptable for Fan Support” and use the mounting screws provided with the outlet box.

-Attach the hanger to the metal outlet box securely.
-Lift the motor assembly into place and insert the hanger ball into the bracket. Rotate the downrod 
 until the groove drops into the registration slot and locks in. If installed correctly, the downrod will 
 not rotate.

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Step4 Assembling the Lamp Housing
-Loosen the three screws on the connecting plate, align the lamp plate with the holes of the
 connecting plate, and tighten the screws to fix the lamp housing.
-Connect the plugs from the motor and LED.

-Place the inner lamp shade into the outer lamp shade.
-Install the lamp shade to the lamp housing by turning clockwise to lock it into place.

-Follow the wiring diagram to connect the fan.



-Slide the canopy up to the ceiling and secure it to the mounting bracket using the provided screws. 
 Tighten all screws firmly.

-Snap the decorative canopy cover onto the canopy.
 (The cover attaches magnetically.)



CAUTION:                  Do not operate the fan using both the remote control and 
wall-mounted control simultaneously.

NOTE: Replace weak batteries promptly to prevent leakage, which can damage 
the remote control. Dispose of used batteries properly and keep them out of reach

· Open the battery cover on the remote control.
  · Insert two 1.5V AAA batteries (not included).

 

2. Pairing the Remote
  · T  the music will ring.urn on the power switch,
  · Within three seconds after the music is played，press and hold the button.
  · If you hear a "ding", and"ding" and"ding" will ring twice, the pairing process is complete.

If the remote does not control the fan:
  · Check for nearby remote-controlled devices that may interfere, as devices with the same 
    frequency can disrupt each other.
  · Ensure the batteries are correctly installed (check polarity) and have sufficient power.

The balancing kit should only be used if there is an unacceptable amount of fan wobble after 
completing all the steps in your Owner’s Manual under “Attaching the Fan Blades.”

1.Turn the fan on and set the speed control to a setting where the wobble is most noticeable.
2.Turn off the fan and allow it to come to a complete stop. Select one blade and place the 
   balancing clip on it, halfway between the blade holder and the tip of the blade on the 
   trailing edge.
3.Turn the fan on and observe whether the wobble has increased or decreased. If needed, 
   move the clip to another blade and retest. Repeat this process for all blades and note 
   which blade provides the most improvement.
4.Move the clip back to the blade that showed the greatest improvement. Move the 
   clip inward and outward on this blade and operate the fan to find the position where 
   the clip gives the greatest improvement.
5.Remove the clip and install a balancing weight on the top of the blade, along the centerline,
   near where the clip was positioned.
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
