Installing a fixture into an  
  electrical system not having a proper grounding means could cause metal parts of the fixture to carry  
  electrical currents if any of the fixture wires, wire connections or splices were to become broken, cut or  
  loose during the mounting or normal operation of the fixture. Under this condition, anyone coming in  
  contact with the fixture would be subject to electrical shock, which could cause serious injury or death.  
 • DO NOT connect the bare or green insulation fixture ground wire to the black (HOT) current-carrying  
  wire or the white neutral house wire. Connection of the bare or green fixture ground wire to the black or  
  white house wires may cause metal parts of the fixture to carry electrical currents. Under this condition,  
  anyone coming in contact with the fixture will receive electrical shock, which could cause serious injury  
  or death.
• DO NOT damage or cut the wire insulation (covering) during installation of fixture. DO NOT permit     
   wires to contact any surface having a sharp edge. To do so may damage or cut the wire insulation,     
   which could cause serious injury or death from electrical shock.

A fixture must always be mounted directly  
   to a mounting strap that is first attached to the outlet box. Wire connectors will not support the   
  weight of a fixture. Suspending a fixture by the house wires and wire connectors will result in the  
  fixture falling, with the possibility of personal injury and the danger of electrical shock or fire.
• To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock or personal injury, each quick connect clip provided with  
  this light fixture is designed to accept only one 12-gauge house wire and one lead wire from the  
  light fixture. If your house wire is larger than 12-gauge or there is more than one house wire to   
  connect to the corresponding fixture lead wires, consult an electrician.
• Failure to caulk fixture mounting surface with silicone weather sealant may result in water damage   
  in outlet box, which may cause electrical malfunction or electrical shock.  

CAUTION
 • TURN OFF ELECTRICITY at main fuse box (or circuit breaker box) before beginning installation    
   by removing the fuse (or switching the circuit breaker off).
•  If you are not sure the lighting system has a grounding means, DO NOT attempt to install this  
   fixture. Contact a qualified, licensed electrician for information regarding the proper grounding  
   methods as required by the local electrical code in your area. 
• All fixtures must be mounted to an outlet box that is supported by the building structure.
• DO NOT use bulbs having a wattage greater than the maximum value stated on the fixture. The  
   use of bulbs with higher wattage than specified will increase temperatures and risk of fire.
• If a dimmer control switch is used with this fixture, obtain professional advice to determine the  
  correct type to use as well as the electrical rating required.

Attach mounting strap (B) to outlet box (not 
included) using the existing outlet box screws 
and washers. To help ensure that the fixture 
(A) is level when attached, turn crossbar on 
mounting strap (B) so that screws (E) are 
level horizontally. Tighten the two small 
screws in the center of the mounting strap 
(B) to secure the cross bar on the mounting 
strap (B).

       CAUTION: Make sure the outlet box can 
support 35 lbs. hanging weight. Use metal 
outlet box; plastic outlet boxes are not 
recommended.

Adjust screws (E) to proper length by 
screwing them completely into mounting 
strap (B). Temporarily place fixture (A) over 
mounting strap (B) to determine amount of 
adjustment necessary for screws (E); screws

For each wire connection below, the wire from 
the outlet box must be connected to the 
corresponding wire color in fixture (A) by using 
the quick connect clip. 
IMPORTANT: Be sure wire colors match before 
making connections. 
Connect WHITE wire from outlet box to WHITE 
wire from fixture (A) using quick connect clip. 
Connect BLACK wire from outlet box to BLACK 
wire from fixture (A) using quick connect clip. 
Connect BARE/GREEN ground wire from outlet 
box to BARE ground wire from fixture (A) using 
quick connect clip.

NOTE: Pull on each wire to make sure wires are 
secure in the quick connect clips.

Align holes in fixture (A) with screws (E) on 
mounting plate (B) and push fixture (A) toward 
wall. Attach fixture (A) to mounting plate (B) 
using the decorative nuts (D) that were removed 
in Step 3a on Page 5.

Wrap electrical tape (not included) around each 
individual quick connect clip down to the wire. 

       WARNING: Make sure no bare wire or wire 
strands are visible after making connections.

Push quick connect clips gently back into outlet 
box. Carefully push excess wiring into outlet 
box.
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Install one standard-base bulb (not included). 
Use either a 60-watt max. incandescent or a 
13-watt CFL.
