« Before you begin installing the fan, disconnect the power by removing fuses or turning off the circuit
breakers.
» Make sure all electrical connections comply with local codes, ordinances, the National Electrical

handbook if you are unfamiliar with installing electrical wiring.

* Make sure the installation site you choose allows a minimum clearance of 7 ft. from the blades to
the floor and at least 30 in. from the end of the blades to any obstruction.

* The net weight of this fan is: 17.86 Ib (8.1 kg).

A DANGER: When using an existing outlet box, make sure the outlet box is securely attached to
the building structure and can support the full weight of the fan. Failure to do this can result in serious
injury or death. The stability of the outlet box is essential in minimizing wobble and noise in the fan
after installation is complete.

1. Turn off the circuit breakers and the wall switch to the
fan supply line leads.

Standard Mounting, Angled Mounting and Closemount
installations are not available.

3. Ensure the blades (M) will be at least 30 in. from
any obstructions and at least 7 ft. above the floor.

4. Secure the upper mounting bracket (A) to the
outlet box (not included) using screws and washers
provided with the outlet box.

CAUTION: It is very important you use the proper
hardware when installing the upper mounting bracket
(A) as it will support the fan.

5. Remove the 10 preassembled motor screws () from
the underside of the motor (D).

Remove the preassembled lower bracket screw (E)
from the lower mounting bracket (F) and the upper
bracket screws (C) from the upper mounting bracket
(A). Insert the tab of the lower mounting bracket (F)
into the slot in the upper mounting bracket (A).

6. Re-install the previously removed lower bracket screw
(E) and upper bracket screws (C) to secure the lower
mounting bracket (F) to the upper mounting bracket (A).

» Connect the Green wire from the lower bracket (F) to
the Bare/Green supply wire.

» Connect the White wire from the fan to the White
supply wire.

* Connect the Black and Blue wires from the fan to the
Black supply wire.

* Secure all wiring connections together with wire
connectors (AA).

Note: If there is a second hot/power wire coming from
the outlet box, connect it to the blue (light power) fan
wire for separate light and fan control.

Note: The Black wire is hot power for the fan. The
White wire is common for the fan and light kit. The
Blue wire is hot power for light. The Green wire is the
ground wire. If household supply wires are different
colors than referred to above, it is recommended a
professional electrician determines the proper wiring.

Wrap electrical tape (not included) around each
individual wire connector (AA) down to the wire.

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FINAL INSTALLATION

1. Temporarily lift the motor housing (J) to the upper
mounting bracket (A) to determine which two motor
housing screws (B) preassembled in the sides of
the upper mounting bracket (A) align with the slotted
holes in the top edge of the motor housing (J).
Partially loosen the two motor housing screws (B) that
align with the slotted holes.

Remove the other two motor housing screws (B) from
the upper mounting bracket (A).

2. Slide the motor housing (J) over the motor (D),
aligning the slotted holes in the motor housing (J) with
the loosened motor housing screws (B) in the upper
mounting bracket (A). Twist the motor housing (J) to
lock, then re-insert the two previously removed motor
housing screws (B) and securely tighten all screws.

3. Partially insert the blade screws (BB) along with the
blade washers (CC) through the blade (M) and into
the blade arm (L). Tighten each blade screw (BB) with
a Phillips screwdriver (not included), starting with the
one in the middle. Repeat this step for the remaining
blades (M) and blade arms (L).

4. Insert two motor screws (I) in each blade arm (L)
and install the blade arm (L) to the underside of the
motor (D) with motor screws (l). Tighten with Phillips
screwdriver. Repeat for each blade arm (L).

5. Remove the three fitter plate screws (H) preassembled
to the fitter plate (G). Then, connect the 9-pin
connectors from the fitter plate (G) and the light kit (K).
Secure the light kit (K) to the fitter plate (G) using the
previously removed fitter plate screws (H).

6. Attach the glass bowl (N) to the light kit (K) by twisting
the glass bowl (N) firmly in a clockwise direction until it
is secure.

CAUTION: Avoid cross-threading the glass during
installation. Improper installation could cause the glass
bowl (N) to be difficult to remove or fall, which could
cause serious injury.

7. Install the E26-base LED bulb (O) into the socket of the
light kit (K).

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1.

The fan pull chain has four positions to control fan
speed. One pull is HIGH, two is MEDIUM, three is
LOW and four turns the fan OFF.

The light pull chain has two positions to control the
light, ON and OFF.

. Use the fan reverse switch, located on the switch

housing (K), to optimize your fan for seasonal
performance.

A ceiling fan will allow you to raise your thermostat
setting in summer and lower your thermostat setting in
winter without feeling a difference in your comfort.

Note: Wait for the fan to stop before moving the
reverse switch.

2a. In warmer weather, push the reverse switch left to
display a sun icon, which will result in downward airflow
creating a wind chill effect.

2b. In cooler weather, push the reverse switch right
to display a snowflake icon, which will result in upward
airflow that can help move stagnant, hot air off the
ceiling area.

Important: The reverse switch must be set either
completely left or right in order for the fan to function
correctly. If the reverse switch is set in the middle
position, the fan will not operate (Fig. 2c).
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

At least twice each year, lower the motor housing and tighten all screws on the fan. Clean the motor
housing with only a soft brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. Clean the blades with a

lint-free cloth.

Bulb Replacement: Use 60-watt max. E26-base LED, CFL or incandescent bulbs. Halogen bulbs are
not recommended for this item.

Important: Shut off the main power supply before you begin any maintenance task. Do not use water
or a damp cloth to clean the fan.
