2. Avoid direct impact of sharp objects on the table top.
3. Do not place high-temperature objects directly on the sintered stone top. These include hot 
pots, kettles from stoves, or other high-temperature items from ovens or microwaves. Use pot 
stands with rubber feet or put heat-insulated pads to prevent damage.
4. For daily cleaning, gently wipe the surface with a soft damp cloth to remove grease and dirt.
5. Avoid cleaners containing acidic or abrasive ingredients, as they may damage the table.
6. It is not advisable to disassemble the sintered stone table. When moving it, multiple people 
should cooperate, and handle it gently.
