To ensure praper grounding, the washer comes with a power cord featuring a three-prong
grounding plug for use in a properly installed and grounded outlet.
Check with a qualified electrician or service person if you are not sure about the
grounding.

If it does not fit the outlet, call a qualified electrician to
install a proper outlet.

Proper water pressure for this washer is between 20-116 psi (137-800 kPa). Water
pressure less than 20 psi (137 kPa) may cause the water valve not to close completely.
or it may take lenger to fill the drum, causing the washer to turn off. Water taps must be
within 4 ft, (122 cm) from the rear of the washer so that the provided inlet hoses reach
the washer.
To reduce the risk of leaks:

Make sure water taps are easily accessible.
« Turn off the taps when the washer is not in use.

Check for any leaks at the water infet hose fittings on a reqular basis.

For best performance, the washer must be installed on a solid floor. Wood floors may
need to be reinforced ta minimize vibration and/or unbalanced loads. Carpeting and soft
tile surfaces do not provide good resistance to vibrations and may cause the washer to
move 5||Q ht|\u’ during the EDiIT E},"UE.

The washer should not rock or vibrate excessively when water is supplied or when
washing and spinning, and should drain well during the spin cycle.

Initial settings

Run calibration (recommended)
Calibration ensures accurate weight detection by the washer. Make sure the tub is empty
before running calibration.
1. Press Power to turn an the washer.
2. Press and hold Temp. and Delay End simultaneously for 3 seconds,
3. Press and hold Start/Pause (Hold to Start) to start calibration.
- The tub rotates clockwise or counterclockwise for approximately 2 minutes.
4. When complete, “0" appears on the display, and the washer turns off automatically.

Laundry guidelines

STEP 1 Sort

Sort the laundry according to these criteria;

« Care label; sort the laundry into cottons, mixed fibers, synthetics, siiks, wools, and
rayon.

+ Color: Separate whites from colars.

«  Size: Mixing different sized items together In the tub improves washing performance,
Sensitivity: Wash delicate items separately. For pure new woolen {tems, curtains, and
sill items, check the labels on the items.

Make sure to check the care label on all clothing, and sort clothing accordingly befare
starting the wash.

STEP 2 Empty pockets

Empty all the pockets of your laundry items
