Rotate the 

canopy until both screws from the mounting 

bracket drop into the slot recesses. Tighten 

screws securely.

Once wiring step has been completed, slide the 

wired remote receiver in between the mounting 

bracket andthe top of the downrod ball.

Place the Lamp Shade into the Lamp Plate and 

rotate it clockwise until it is securely fastened to 

 the Lamp Plate.
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
