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E Once you've placed the Rack in its intfended location, install the anti-tip hardware.

» Secure the cable tie bases to the wall using the drywall anchors and screws.
NOTE: Do not overtighten the screws.

* Thread a cable tie through a cable tie base, then around the rear vertical poles.
* Repeat with other cable tie and base.
