ATTENTION:

B To minimize shock and fire hazards, be sure not to overload outlet. Please designate one outlet for your unit and that cannot be turned off by a
switch or pull chain. The fuse or circuit breaker size should be 15 amps.

M Do not use extension cords.

B Do not put your hands under the unit when the unit is required to be moved.

B When the unitis not in use for a long period of time, please unplug the unit from the outlet.

W After unplugging the unit, wait at least 10 minutes before re-plugging it. Failure to do so could cause damage to the compressor.

W Do not defrost the appliance with other electric appliances (for example a hair dryer) and never attempt to scrape/remove ice/frost with sharp
objects.

B Never clean refrigerator parts with flammable fluids. The fumes can create a fire hazard or explosion.

W The refrigerator must be installed with all electrical connections in accordance with state and local codes. A standard electrical supply (115V

m Make sure that the unit drops down to desired temperature before loading the unit with product.

m Make sure that there is proper ventilation around the unit in the area where it will operate.

m Make sure all accessories are installed (for example shelves, drawer, etc.) before plugging the unit in.

CABINET LOCATION GUIDELINES

m Install the unit on strong and leveled surfaces.
- Unit may make unpleasant noises if surface is uneven.
- Unit may malfunction if surface is uneven.
m Install the unit in a dry, well-ventilated area.
- Unit should be away from direct sunlight; extreme cold ambient temperatures may also cause the unit not to perform properly.
m Avoid installation in a high humidity and/or dusty area.
- Humidity could cause unit to rust and decrease efficiency of the unit.
- Dust collected on condenser coil will cause unit to malfunction. Clean the condenser at least once a month with a brush or clean cloth.

m Avoid placing the unit near heat emitting devices (for example cooking appliances, radiators, water heaters, or similar devices) and moisture-
generating equipment.

- High ambient temperatures will cause the compressor to overwork, leading to higher energy bills and gradual breakdown of the unit.
mThe unit must have more than 4 inches of clearance from the cabinet to any walls for ventilation purposes.

CHANGING THE DOOR’S SWING

The direction that the door opens could be changed by placing the upper and lower hinges in different comers.
1. Remove the hardware from the lower hinge.

3. Remove the upper hinge cover.and hardware from the upper hinge.
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4. Remove the hole covers on the opposite side.

5. Place the hinges and door to your preference.

OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS

SETTING THE TEMPERATURE CONTROL

m Your unit has only one control for regulating the temperature in the compartment.. The temperature control is located on the upper right hand side
of the compartment.

m The first time you turn the unit on, set the temperature control to 6.

m The range of the temperature control is from position “OFF” to “6”. After 24 to 48 hours, adjust the temperature control to the setting that best
suites your needs. The setting of “3” should be appropriate for home or office use.

m To turn the appliance off, turn the temperature control to “OFF”.

Note: Turning the temperature control to “OFF” position stops the cooling cycle but does not shut off the power to the unit. If the unit is unplugged,
has lost power or is turned off, you must wait 3 to 5 minutes before restarting the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the unit will
not start.

ELECTRICAL

Please ensure that the required voltage of the compressor is being supplied at all times. Low or high voltage can detrimentally affect the
refrigeration unit. All units should be plugged into a grounded and properly-sized electrical outlet with appropriate overcurrent protection. Please
refer to the electrical requirements on the nameplate. Please make sure that your unit has its own dedicated outlet. Do not use an extension cord.

STORING FOODS

m Foods to be stored in the refrigerator should be properly packed so as to prevent mixing various moisture degrees and odors.
m Make sure that foods do not touch each other. Assure adequate air circulation around packages.

m Never store flammable, volatile or explosive substances.

m Beverages with high alcohol percentage shall be stored in tightly sealed bottles in a vertical position.

m Food should not touch the rear wall of the refrigerator.

m Try not to open the door too often.

m Make sure to remove perishable articles of food out of the appliance before you leave for a long time.




REGULAR MAINTENANCE

DISCONNECT POWER CORD BEFORE CLEANING ANY PARTS OF THE UNIT
AUTOMATIC DEFROSTING OF THE REFRIGERATOR

m There is no need to defrost the refrigerator; ice depositing on the inner back wall is defrosted automatically.

m Ice build-up on the inner back wall during the compressor operation will (when the compressor has cycled off) defrost automatically. Defrosted
water collects inside the drain by passing through the drain outlet in the inner back wall into a drain pan situated above the compressor. From there
the water will evaporate over time.

CLEANING THE UNIT

CAUTION: Do not use boiling water because it may damage the plastic parts. In addition, never use a sharp or metallic instrument to
remove frost as it may damage the cooling system and will void the warranty. We recommend using a plastic scraper.

m Turn the temperature control to “OFF”, unplug the unit and remove the food, shelf and tray.

m Wash the inside surfaces with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of
water.

m Wash the shelf and tray with a mild detergent solution.
m The outside of the unit should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water. Rinse well and wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.
m Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth before cleaning the area of the controls or any electrical parts.

POWER FAILURE

Most power failures are corrected within a few hours and should not affect the temperature of your unit if you minimize the number of times the
door is opened. If the power is going to be off for a longer period of time, you need to take the proper steps to protect your food.

VACATION TIME

W Short vacations: Leave the unit operating during vacations of less than three weeks.

W Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for several months, remove all food and unplug the power cord. Clean and dry the interior
thoroughly. To prevent odor and mold growth, leave the door open slightly, blocking it open if necessary.

MOVING YOUR UNIT

W Remove all the food.

W Securely tape down all loose items inside your unit.

B Tape the door shut.

W Be sure the unit stays secure in the upright position during transportation. Also protect the outside of the unit with a blanket or similar item.

ENERGY SAVING TIPS

W Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the unit. Overloading the unit forces the compressor to run longer.
W Be sure to wrap foods properly and wipe containers dry before placing them in the unit. This cuts down on frost build-up inside the unit.

W Unit storage bin should not be lined with aluminum foil, wax paper or paper towels. Liners interfere with cold air circulation, making the unit less
efficient.

W Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many items as needed at one time and close the door as
