1. Screw threaded nipple (FF) into mounting strap
1 (CC) several turns. Use one hex nut (AA) to secure
parts tightly. Screw one hex nut (AA) and chain
holder (EE) onto threaded nipple (FF). Tighten the
hex nut against the top of the chain holder.

MAX incandescent medium base lamp, SBCFL or SBLED.

Attach glass shade(B) into lamp body(C). Secure lamp

body(C) to the fixture(A) using the two screw(D).Tighten
securely.
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4. Weave wires through chain (GG). Pass wires
and chain through screw collar (DD) and canopy
(HH). Open two links of chain and attach one end
to chain loop (JJ) and the other end to chain
holder (EE). Close the chain links. Pass the
wires through the chain holder/ threaded nipple/
mounting plate.

NOTE: During this step, you may choose to
shorten the chain and electrical/ ground wires.
