SAFETY INFORMATION

The information contained in the following pages has been prepared to ensureyour maximum enjoyment of your
fan.Please remove the fuse or turn off the circuit breaker to cut off the power before installing the fan. Ensure all
electrical connections are in compliance with local laws, regulations and national eletrical codes. If you are not
familiar with electrical installation and wiring, please hire a qualified electrician or consult the wiring manual.

For your safety, all electrical connections and disconnections should be performed by a qualified electrician.

Any action performed for the electrical connection of the device must be carried out after ensuring that the general power supply is disconnect-
ed,by removing the corresponding fuse or disarming the protective switch in order to ensure total isolation of the power supply.

When deciding where to mount the fan, be sure that there is at least 50 cm of space between the fan and any wall or other obstruction that the
fan blades could collide with. The greater this distance, the more effective the air flow produced.After the fan is mounted, be sure that the blades
are no less than 2.3 m above the ground.

. The anchor point for the fan must be able to support a weight of at least 35 kgs. If mounting on a ceiling junctionbox, be sure that the fan is
adequately supported to prevent loosening or turning.
. The fan’s electrical connection must be “grounded” (the fan’s ground cable connected to the installation’s grounding network) in order to avoid
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any branching that may be dangerous to people.

Do not connect the fan’s power supply to any dimmers,potentiometers, or light switches, as it will cause the fan tomalfunction and/or will damage
the motor. The fan must be directly connected to a properly protected installation circuit(magnetothermal differential switch with the adequate
size for the fan’s consumption and technical specifications).Only use the fan’s control to turn it on or stop it.

It is recommended to not use these types of fans along with gas installations simultaneously in the same room.

. The fan must be not be moving and must have come to a complete stop before changing its direction of rotation.This will prevent damage to its
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motor and to the control unit, when applicable.
Do not insert anything that could hit the fan’s blades into its pathway while it is moving, as this could cause damage to people, can damage the
blades, and can offset the balance of the unit, causing vibrations and wobbling.
10. After installing the fan, ensure that all fastenings aresecure and tightened in order to avoid any noise caused by loose elements.
11. Due to the fan’s movement, certain fastenings may become loose. Check all fastenings twice per year at a minimum in order to ensure that they
are sufficiently tight. If necessary, they must be retightened.
12. The motor housing can be cleaned with a soft brush or a lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the surface. Clean the blades with a lint-free cloth.
Important: Turn off the main power supply before starting any maintenance. Do not clean the fans with water or a damp cloth.
13. The fan can only operate normally after all blades are installed. If the fan is turned on without installing the blades, the receiver will detect that
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the fan speed is too fast and it will “Beep Beep”.Then the fan will stop.

14. The light source contained in this luminaire shall only be replaced by the manufacturer or his service agent or a similar qualified person.

15. If unusual oscillating movement is observed, immediately stop using the ceiling fan and contact the manufacturer, its service agent or suitably
qualified persons.

16. The replacement of parts of the safety suspension system device shall be performed by the manufacturer, its service agent or suitably qualified
persons.

17. The fixing means for attachment to the ceiling such as hooks or other devices shall be fixed with a sufficient strength to withstand 4 times the
weight of the ceiling fan.

18. It is recommended to inspect the connecting components of the fan at least once a year, including the horizontal pin, blade holder, hanger
connection screws, and fan blades, to ensure that the product connections are still safe and reliable.

Battery WARNING:

— Keep out of reach of children. Swallowing can lead to chemical burns, perforation of soft tissue and death. Severe burns can occur within 2 h of
ingestion. Seek medical attention immediately.

— If used incorrectly or if the battery is damaged, flammable liguid may be ejected from the battery. Contact with this liquid should be avoided. If
contact accidentally occurs, rinse off with water.

ing work. Turn off the power by removing fuse or turning off circuit breaker
before installing the fan.

® Make sure that ceiling joists are strong enough and of adequate size to support the weight of the fan
of about 35 kg.

e Use different screws to fix the bracket according to the ceiling material.

@ Remove two screws from bracket, and unscrew the other two (no need to take them out).

Remote Control Pairing

S0 no pairing is required for first-time use. Re-pairing
is only necessary if the remote control malfunctions. pressandnold -

1. Install 2 batteries into the remote controller.

2. Turn on the power. Within 10 seconds of powering on the fan, press and
hold the "1" and "2"buttons for about 3 seconds. After a beeping sound ,
pairing is complete, and the fan is ready for use.

About the light memory function : Turn on the light and wait for 3-5 seconds
while maintaining the desired color. Then turn off the light and wait at least
10 seconds before turning it back on. The light color will be saved as your
preference.

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TROUBLESHOOTING

WARNING: Before attempting any repairs, ensure that the
power cabinet is turned off

Problem Troubleshooting

o Check the main and branch fuses or circuit breakers.

The fan will not start. o Check the wire connections to the fan.

O Make sure the remote control has been paired.

O MMake sure all motor housings are secured and tightened.

0 Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade to the motor hub are tight.

O Check for any friction between the fan blades and the motor housing.

The fan sounds noisy. o Allow a 24-hour "break-in" period. Most noises related to the new fan will disappear during this time.

o Check if there is any friction between the light or the base cover and the blades.

o Ensure the distance between the canopy and ceiling is minimal, and it should not touch the ceilin.

o Check if the outlet box is securely installed and if rubber washers are used between the bracket
andthe outlet box.

The fan is rotating, O The fan may be operating in reverse, causing air to flow upwards.

Addressing Fan Wobbling Issues During Operation

If the fan body wobbles during operaion, this is not an indication of a fault (even if it wobbles a few centimeters). To reduce it,you can tum
off the fan andthen:

1. Check if all the blades are properly secured by tightening the screws.

2. Check the distance between each blade and the ceiling. Measure the distance to the celing as shown in the image.If there is a change
and you have already tightened the serews, ensure that all blades are the same shape. If any blade appears noticeably different, it could
cause wobbling during operation. If you've completed these steps and the wobbling still persists, use the provided balancing kit for
dynamic balancing, as follows.

(1) Turn the fan on to its highest speed to maximize the wobble.

(2) Turn off the fan. Select one blade and place a clip on it (see image 2), clipping it to the edge of the blade.

(3) Turn the fan on and set it o the highest speed, checking whether the wobble improves or worsens. If there is no improvement, move
the clip to another blade. Repeat this process to determine which blade can reduce the wobble.

(4) Once the blade is determined, leave the clip on it and adjust the clip forward or backward on this blade until the best position is
found that provides the most effective result.

(5) Finally, remove the clip and place one of the balance weights on the upper centerline of the blade where the clip was located.
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
