In regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be the "Hot" lead and the WHITE wire will be the "Neutral" or "Common" lead.

A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the wiring. /

FIXTURE INSTALLATION

1. Turn power off at the circuit breaker or the fuse box.
2. Screw the mounting bracket to the outlet box.
3. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare (Wire Nut)

New construction: Double check that APPROVED BOX and SUPPORT
were correctly installed following the manufacturer's instructions.

Remodeling (with enclosed ceiling) Install APPROVED BOX and SUPPORT
following manufacturer's instructions.

4. Fasten the white fixture lead to the white wire in the outlet box

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5. Connect the black fixture lead to the black wire in the outlet box with an approved fastener (wire nut).
6. Align the holes on the canopy with the holes on the mounting bracket, then fix the canopy with the screw.
7. Adjust cable length to desired mounting height via expansion clamps.

8. Restore power at the circuit breaker or the fuse box.
