[I. Secure 4 screws (#D) into the 2 mirror support rails (#4) using a
Phillips screwdriver to tighten them to the mirror (#3).

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I.  Carefully align the 2 mirror support rails (#4) assembled onto the
mirror (#3) with the pre-drilled holes on the back of the vanity
table (#1).

[I.  Secure 4 screws (#D) into the 2 mirror support rails (#4) using a
Phillips screwdriver to tighten them to the vanity table (#1).

V. Insert the bolt assemblies through
the pre-drilled holes on the corners
of the seat (#5) and secure those
bolts using the Allen wrench (#E) to
lock them with the chair legs (#6).

V. Make sure the vanity table and the
chair are rested on a flat surface
and do not feel loose or wobbly. If
they do, double check that the
bolts/screws are secured and

ASSEMBLY IS COMPLETED properly tightened.
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
